Dear Parent or Guardian,

This letter will describe for you the medical insurance coverage and procedure to follow if an athletic related medical expense occurs as a result of an athletic injury to your son or daughter. As a member of a Ferris State University athletic team it is the responsibility of every student-athlete to report all athletic related injuries to the athletic training staff.
Insurance Coverage

FSU will provide excess medical accident insurance for all student-athletes.  This policy requires FSU to use the athlete’s family or personal medical  insurance first.  The excess medical coverage does not cover injuries or illnesses that are not a result of supervised athletic activity.  Only athletic injuries that are a direct result of an athletic related accident occurring during a supervised practice or event are included in this excess coverage.  The benefit period for medical expenses is one year from the original date of injury.  Ferris State University will not pay for a medical opinion or service that is not authorized by FSU athletic trainers or team physicians.  FSU does not pay for chiropractic care.

Claim Procedure
The student-athletic reports the injury to the athletic training staff prior to occurring any medical expenses.
Submit any medical bills that you receive to your insurance carrier.

If a balance remains after your insurance carrier has paid on the claim or the claim is denied, forward the             Explanation of Benefits (EOB) and the medical bill to the address below.

If you do not have insurance coverage, then forward the medical bills to the address below.

Once the medical bills and the EOB’s have been received, a claim will be completed and forwarded to our insurance carrier.  Please cooperate with our insurance carrier if they require any additional information for processing a claim for your son/daughter.

PPO / HMO Insurance and Canadian Residents

Please follow all steps required by your insurance company to ensure that your son/daughter will have coverage while away from home.  Your policy may require pre-approval for non-emergency treatment while your dependent is residing in Big Rapids.  The secondary policy purchased by the FSU athletic department requires that all medical expenses be submitted to your insurance carrier first. Failure to follow your primary policy procedures and/or the FSU policy procedures will cause delay in the payment of medical bills.
Complete and return by mail the Athletic Department Insurance Information Form with photocopies of your medical, dental, vision and prescription drug insurance cards to FSU Athletic Training at the address below. This form is a necessary part of the annual medical clearance process for each student-athlete.
